
The Dennison property covers a 
good deal of the sand dunes at 
the mouth of the Kalamazoo 
River on both sides. It was re-
cently purchased by a billion-
aire, Aubrey McLendon, who is 
closely related to Michigan poli-
tics. His wife Katie is the sister 
of Fred Upton, the Republican 
Representative in the Sixth Con-
gressional District. 

The Eco system of the sand 
dunes has existed around 
50,000 years and has been 
designated critical dunes and 
cannot be built upon by law 
without a state permit. I have 
gone onto the Dennison prop-
erty and taken pictures of new 
markers outlining wet lands so 
architects can draw up plans to 
develop it.

There are certain places that 
should be left off limits to devel-
opers. Money can be made and 
lost, but those dunes are one of 
a kind and need protection.

Now there should have been 
189 unused ballots per the poll 
book, but low and behold Ms. 
Watts presented us with close 
to 500 unused ballots. Not just 
highly irregular, but of question-
able legality. Now this was the 
same election that had over 50 
ballots that were printed in-
stead of being filled out by 
hand. Well maybe Lee Township 
had over 50 voters that were 
incapable of filling out the bal-
lots manually, but if they 
wanted to use that printer on 
Election Day, they were out of 
luck, because it was not work-
ing.  

We have a very professional set 
of officers running the Michigan 
Bureau of Elections that would 
never consider their positions to 
be partisan? In December, 
Joyce Watts, the Republican 
Clerk of Allegan County held a 
Recount for Neva Tice running 
for Trustee of Lee Township. I 
was part of Ms. Tice’s recount 
group, and after we counted the 
physical ballots, I asked Ms. 
Watts to see the unused bal-
lots. She said they were kept in 
a separate bag, because the 
Election Clerks could not fit 
them into the secured container 
even though after the election, 
the Head of the Board of Elec-
tion Canvassers placed those 
ballots into that container along 
with the additional bag they 

We video taped the recount of 
the events that  happened. A 
complaint was filed with the 
State Police over in Wayland, 
and we were told that Ms. 
Watts, the County Clerk, and 
Mr. Thomas, the Director of 
Elections said that everything 
was OK.  

Now, I would like you to go to  
page 5 of this newsletter and 
you will see a letter from Chris 
Thomas, Director of Elections to 
the Democratic Township Clerk 
in Pittsfield Township were the 
ballots had been stored in a 
similar bag. Mr. Thomas, I do 
believe you are being just a tad 
bit partisan, and what about 
those 50 printed ballots?

Of course, we now know 
there were no weapons of mass 
destruction in Iraq, let alone any 
capacity to put them to suc-
cessful use. 
To calm fears, Americans ac-
cepted the patriot act and the 
doctrine of pre-emptive war. We 
tolerated new laws that allow 
the government to snoop on us, 
listen to our phone calls, track 
our financial dealings, make us 
strip down at airports and even 
limited the rights of habeas cor-
pus and trial by jury. Like some 
dysfunctional episode of the 

twilight zone, we allowed the 
summit of our imagination to be 
linked up with the pit of our 
fears. 
Paranoia can be treated, but 
the loss of liberty resulting from 
the social psychology to which 
we continue to subject our-
selves is not easily reversed. 
People who would have previ-
ously battled against encroach-
ments on civil liberties now ex-
plain the “necessity” of those 
“temporary security measures” 
Franklin is said to have railed 
against. 
Americans must reflect on their 
irrational fears if we are to turn 
the tide against the steady ero-
sion of our freedoms. Fear is
