Condoleezza Rice from the
State Department implemented
Plan B to nationalize Irag’s oil
and become a member of
OPEC, thereby maintaining a
squeeze on world oil supplies,
keeping the price higher.

Over 60% of the world’'s wealth
and resources are controlled by
less than 1% of the world’s
population.

Supply can be restricted
by business interests using gov-
ernment sanctioned monopo-
lies or oligopolies (few produc-
ers).

Out of the four people who
testified against the Reverend,
two have retracted saying they
were pressured by the prosecu-
tor, and the Reverend was given
a lie detector test that he
passed with flying colors.

Township, Allegan County:
The Lower Scott Lake Associa-
tion Board received approval
from the DEQ to dredge their
lake to a depth of 11 ft only and
deposit these dredgings in a
containment pond. The bottom
of the lake was loaded with ar-
senic, so they had this 11 ft
limit on them. They drilled 2
test wells next to the contain-
ment pond and would not allow

anyone to sample them. | came
into possession of some water
from one of these test wells,
which | had tested by Elabs of
Holland, Michigan. The results
indicated 100 ppb, which ex-
ceeds the government limit of
10 ppb by 10 times.

Sustainable Produce by Steve Westin

The problem in Agriculture to-
day is the quality of produce is
very low, i.e. no minerals.

As the mineral content
dropped in the soil, the Ag Sys-
tem started to cross breed
plants to survive on lower min-
eral soil. These hybrids also
have a lower mineral content.
As the minerals continued to
drop, not even the hybrids can
grow. Genetically modified Or-
ganisms (GMO's) were devel-

oped. These plants are so bad
(no minerals) even the bugs
wont eat them. If you want to by
pass this “Ag System” avoid
GMQO'’s. Eat sustainable 1st, or-
ganic 2, and conventional if
you have to.

All produce is coded accord-
ing to three systems. Organic is
94011, conventional is 3011 or
4011, GMO'’s are 84011. Sus-
tainable as yet doesn't have its
own code. It can be 94011,
