
On June 5, 2007, the company 
announced a significant increase to 
their stock repurchase plan result-
ing in the price of the stock going 
up over $51 per share.  The stock is 
owned 41% by the Walton family 
and the balance is owned largely by 
large pension trusts. Price goes up, 
everybody benefits, but that did not 
happen. During a period when the 
market was growing and increasing 
every day, Wal-Mart stock dropped 
to around $42 or 18%. Why did the 
stock drop? They announced their 
2nd quarter earnings at  .72/share 
missing consensus of .76/share. 
Bingo! The stock went down. What 
is wrong with that? Wal-Mart typi-
cally takes in about $1 per share 
per quarter in cash and after sub-
tracting non cash items like depre-
ciation, they report around .70 
cents per share income. In the sec-
ond quarter of this year their cash 
flow went all the way up to $1.87/
share instead of $1/share. It is a 
little like you having a garage sale 

and selling everything for top price 
and having your pockets loaded 
with cash and telling your friends 
and neighbors that it was a com-
plete loss. Why doesn’t the SEC 
look into these transactions? Large 
donations to politicians! 

     Who is the big loser? Pension 
Funds and working families who 
invest in the company. The 
SEC is supposed to protect 
them, but they do not donate 
to the right people. Who is the 
winner? The Walton family’s 
percentage ownership increases, 
while the Pension Funds sold their 
interests low because of suspicious 
accounting. 

     By the way, the Walton Family is 
one of  ten large families that bene-
fited from doing away with the es-
tate tax completely resulting in large 
deficits that ate our Social Security 
Surplus so that working people will 
suffer when they retire. 

Note: There is currently an in-
vestigation into Wal-Mart's ac-
counting that may rival Enron’s 
investigation. Their 3rd quarter 
earnings per share are esti-
mated at around .67/share, 
while their cash flow is esti-
mated at $3.03/share. That is 
really very creative accounting.

Aubrey Kerr McClendon is the chief 
executive officer, chairman, and co-
founder of Chesapeake Energy. 
McClendon is on the board of direc-
tors at Chesapeake, which, among 
others, includes prominent Okla-
homa politicians Frank Keating and 
Don Nickles. He co-founded Chesa-
peake, one of the largest natural 
gas producers in the United States, 
along with the company's former 

president Tom L. Ward in 1989 with 
a $50,000 initial investment. In 
2005 McClendon was named one 
of America's top-performing execu-
tives by Forbes Magazine. 
Since 2000 McClendon has do-
nated $678,050.00 to a variety of 
Republican candidates and conser-
vative interest groups . Most nota-
ble of these was a $250,000 dona-
tion to Swift Vets and POWs for 

Truth, a group whose purpose was 
opposing John Kerry's candidacy for 
the presidency in 2004. His dona-
tion made him the eighth largest 
contributor to the group. 
McClendon is a primary partner of 
The Professional Basketball Club, 
LLC (TPBC), which owns the NBA 
Seattle Supersonics and WNBA 
Seattle Storm clubs. The NBA fined 
McClendon $250,000 for com-
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Alice Walton killed a mother of two in 
1989 and was dismissed of any wrongdo-
ing. In 1996, she was convicted of DUI 
and fined $996. What if that were you?

McClendon graduated from Duke 
University in 1981. He met his wife 
Katie, a 1980 Duke graduate, while 
attending college there. 
He was born in Oklahoma City, Okla-
homa in 1959 to Joe and Carole 
McClendon, and is a grandson of 
Robert S. Kerr, a former Governor of 
Oklahoma and US Senator. 
In July 2006, Aubrey McClendon 
purchased 402 acres of Lake Michi-
gan shoreline at the mouth of the 
Kalamazoo River in Saugatuck, 
Michigan for $39 million. 
In 2007 McClendon bought several 
full-page ads supporting the Duke 

men's lacrosse team in the 2006 
Duke University lacrosse case.  

Editor’s notes: 
Mr. McClendon also donated 
$250,000 during the 2004 Election 
to Progress for America Voter Fund, 
which was fined by the Federal Elec-
tion Commission for not filing as a 
Political Action Committee and ac-
cepting illegal, large contributions 
for an advertising blitz campaign for 
George W. Bush in September, 
2004. 
His fortune was inherited from the 
Kerr McGee Oil Company. Katie 
Upton McClendon is an heir to the 
Whirlpool fortune, and Mr. 
McClendon has contributed $8,100 
to Katie’s cousin Fred Upton, Repre-

sentative of the 6th Congressional 
District (Berrien, Van Buren, Kala-
mazoo, and lower half of Allegan 
Counties) 
Prior to trying to destroy the Sauga-
tuck sand dunes to make more 
money, he was also involved in the 
takeover of the Jean Klock Park 
from the poor residents of Benton 
Harbor to make three holes for a 
golf course. As of now, he lost. The 
Federal Bureau of Parks ruled 
against the theft of that Park. 
Note about character: 
He is a hard ball player with a lot of 
both financial and political re-
sources behind him.
