
Keith Schneider, founder of the 
Michigan Land Use Institute 
and author of Fever of Develop-
ment, Frontier of Recovery ad-
dressed the Tri-Community Joint 
Planning  Committee and an 
audience of interested citizens 
on the possible development of 
Critical Dunes by the billionaire, 
Aubrey McClendon. Mr. Schnei-
der said “that you cannot de-
velop anything of magnitude 
without breaking the law.” Ap-
parently, the law just applies to 
us, not billionaires in this coun-
try. 

He suggested that the group of 
Saugatuck citizens that organ-
ized as the Saugatuck Dunes 
Coastal Alliance partner with 
the West Michigan Strategic 
Alliance to fight this threat by 
McClendon. A plan of action 

would need to be developed to 
fight off  any possible develop-
ment, and it may require some 
bargaining. Mr. McClendon 
owns approximately 400 acres 
of shoreline almost evenly di-
vided on both sides of the Kala-
mazoo River. He said “that we 
should be prepared for an 
offer to give the south half to 
the City of Saugatuck to at-
tach to Oval Beach for the 
right to develop the north half.” 
Since all of the Dunes that Mr. 
McClendon owns are desig-
nated by the State of Michigan 
as Critical Dunes, which cannot 
be developed without a lot of 
political OK’s, the group stands 
a good chance of keeping it 
from being developed if we stay 
together and fight it. 

Phil Miller , Co-Chair of Sauga-

tuck’s Save our Shoreline got 
up and clarified that on three 
different occasions financing 
had been put together to pur-
chase the Denison property that 
Mr. McClendon purchased.  

The concerned citizens want to 
do the right thing by protecting 
the natural dunes and that eco 
system from being destroyed to 
make a profit.

Right 
now, any one of you can go to 
your Township Clerk and ask 
them to see the ballots from 
that election and you can count 
them manually and check them 
to the published figures. By fed-
eral law, each precinct is re-
quired to keep those ballots for 
22 months, or through August 
of 2008. 

If you contact your clerk and 
ask to see the ballots, you can 
contact me at (269) 561-5268 
and MERA”S Monitors will be 
there to help you count. If your 
clerk says “no”, please let us 
know and we will make up a list 
of those who refuse and try to 
get an injunction against them 
from destroying those ballots.
